The EuroVelo project is a proposal put
forward by the European Cyclists’ F ederation
(ECF) to develop a European Cycle Route
Network spanning the whole continent within
a time scale of some 15 years. Whilst designed
for holiday cyclists from abroad, such a net-
work would naturally also cater to local
cyclists, for both utility and recreational
purposes.

A working group within the ECF has produced
an initial proposal comprising 12
pan—European routes. Linking all European
countries, this network would be largely based
on existing and planned routes at a national,
regional and local level. The project involves
aspects of many divergent fields: transport,
tourism, recreation, environment, congestion
and road safety, regional development, public
health and fitness, cultural exchange.

The development of the EuroVelo network
would be organised at two levels. A central
network-wide bureau would produce
standards, guidelines and procedures. Through
its preparatory work on the project and its
close connections with the field of European
cycle tourism, the ECF would be a natural
partner here. Each route would then be
developed and maintained by its own
individual management organisation,

established by the appropriate authorities and
other bodies connected with that particular
route.

The opening of the first route is envisaged
in the Spring of 2000. Thereafter, the aim
would be to open a new route each year until
2011. Routes would be opened on attainment
of a “satisfactory” level but would continue
to be developed to a “desired” level. A process
of incremental development would thereafter
ensure the continual improvement of the
network.

The aim of the network is to promote cycle
touring and thereby cycling in general. In so
doing, European tourism would be encouraged
to develop along sustainable lines. A whole
range of benefits would accrue from this,
ranging from preservation of the environment
and creation of small-scale employment oppor-
tunities to promotion of European cohesion
and upholding rural settlements. There would
also be a range of spin-off effects ranging
from improving public health and fitness to
easing traffic congestion.

National cycle networks are already in place
in several European countries, notably in
Denmark and the Netherlands. Some countries
are in the process of completing national
networks, notably the UK and Switzerland,
whilst others already have extensive networks
of long-distance routes, notably Germany and
Austria. The EuroVelo network would be
based on existing routes wherever possible
and would not itself give rise to any large
amount of construction work. Information and
signposting at the European level would be
catered for by high-level maps, brochures and
guides which would lead the tourist to existing
products at the national, regional or local level.

Funding is now being sought to develop a
detailed activity plan for the EuroVelo project,
to cover the initial three-year period
1998-2000. This plan will cover the
inauguration and initial work of the 12 route
management organisations and propose
guidelines for their structure as well as
detailing the co-ordination functions to be
performed by the central bureau. The plan

Much of the preliminary research has
now been completed and work to
identify funding sources for the
implementation phase of the project
has intensified. EuroVelo has already
won support from 54 funders in 23
countries. It is hoped that future
fundraising activities will be helped by
the new EuroVelo logo and corporate
identity, which were designed during
1998.

With the EuroVelo project growing
rapidly, the creation of a steering
committee was an important step
taken during 1998. The committee
brings together influential people
from many professional fields and
represents a valuable resource for
the project as it moves into its
